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NEWELL AND WANDA LEPEARD 1963-1964  The Lepeards were members of the Swing-
ing Squares.  They served their home club as President in 1961-1962.  NORTEX had just 
formally joined the newly formed Texas State Federation of Square and Round Dancers, as 
they started the new year off in January as NORTEX President.  Their installation was held 
at the regular meeting in April at the First National Bank meeting room in Grand Prairie.   

 

During their term the first issue of News and Views was published.  It started out much like 
the Promenade today but by the 4th issue it had become mostly devoted to all associations 
in the state and especially the Texas State Federation. 

 

The first Cotton Bowl Parade float was built during their term.  Special dances were held to 
raise money to build the float.  New Year’s morning, 1964, saw a beautiful yellow and brown 
NTSDA Float with Square Naders string band and Billy Lewis calling, pull into the Cotton 
Bowl Parade line.  The association was very proud of this first float which won the Cotton 
Bowl Prize.  The float was primarily built by Square Naders and headed by Eddie Reeves.  

 

Membership cards were issued to NORTEX members.  Several special dances were sched-
uled for members only and out of area guests.  This was an added incentive to area clubs, who had not joined NORTEX 
yet, to become members.   

 

The Lepeards continued to be active NORTEX participants as they led workshops and shared their experience with 
NORTEX clubs as they came onboard and the association continued to grow. 

 

NOTE:  The Lepeards were not featured last year when we introduced the other NORTEX Past Presidents.  They got 
dropped off the Past Presidents List somehow.  They are back now and rightfully so.
