JW & NELLIE KUETHER (Tri-City Promenaders) The Tri-City Promenaders and 
the entire square dance community are mourning the loss of two extraordinary souls 
- JW and Nellie Kuether - whose lives were a beautiful choreography of love, laugh-
ter, and service. 

Nellie Ruth Kuether took her final bow on August 29, 2025, at the age of 83. Born on 
September 17, 1941, she was the kind of woman who could light up a room with her 
smile and stitch joy into every corner of her world. Just days later, on September 6, 
2025, her beloved husband JW Kuether followed her, at the age of 89. Born on 
March 19, 1936, JW was a gentle giant of warmth and generosity, always ready with 
a handshake, a dance, or a helping hand. 

Their love story began with a wedding on June 15, 1973 - and for 52 years, they danced through life together, hand in 
hand, heart to heart. 

For over four decades, JW and Nellie were the heartbeat of the square dance scene. Nellie wasn’t just a dancer - she 
was an artist. She crafted nearly 150 stunning square dance dresses, each one a masterpiece, often paired with JW’s 
perfectly matched shirts. Her final wish? That these treasures be gifted to new dancers, so the joy could ripple forward. 

Nellie didn’t just prepare for dances - she prepared the dance floor itself. She waxed and buffed it until it gleamed, en-
suring every twirl and toe tap happened on a surface worthy of celebration. JW, ever the gentleman, made sure no 
dancer was left behind. He’d invite newcomers and single ladies to join him, never mind if they missed a step - he 
danced for joy, not perfection. 

They were the kind of couple who made you feel like family. Whether serving as Area Vice Presidents, Hospitality 
Chairs, or simply welcoming you with a warm smile at Buttons & Bows, Fort Worth Squares, or Tri-City Promenaders, 
JW and Nellie embodied the spirit of community. 

Their legacy isn’t just in the roles they held or the dances they led - it’s in the laughter they sparked, the courage they 
gave to shy dancers, and the love they poured into every corner of the square dance world. 

To say we’ll miss them is a massive understatement. But as we gather, spin, and promenade, we carry their rhythm in 
our hearts. JW and Nellie Kuether didn’t just dance - they taught us how to live.
