Hello Dancers!!! 
 

I am very excited to take the reins as President of the 
NTCA. I look forward to working with all of the clubs, call-
ers and cuers to help NORTEX grow.  
 
I know that there is a great deal of concern around the 
new Mainstream and Plus lists. I want to assure everyone 
that there is no need for concern. The positive aspects of 
the new lists far outweigh the negative. The fact of the 
matter is that the lists have had many changes over the 
years. Calls have been added, removed and moved from 
one list to another several times in the last few years. The 
difference now is CALLERLAB has decided to be very up 
front about these new changes, and the internet has 
spread the word. 
 
The new Mainstream list will give our activity an easily 
attainable entry level. We should be able to teach this list 
in about 15 weeks. This will allow clubs and organizations 
the ability to hold more than one class start per year. 
More classes should mean more dancers. Best of all, this 
list will be consistent worldwide. 
 
The new Plus list is intended for the dancer that is looking 
for a deeper commitment to the activity. The current con-
figuration really doesn’t make a great deal of sense. 
 
Currently, a new dancer joins a class and must learn 67 
calls to attain the Mainstream Level. Then if that person 
wants to progress to the Plus Level they will learn 28 
calls. 
 
That means moving up a level is easier than the entry 
level. The New Mainstream List will never be more than 
50 calls. The New Plus List will never be less than 50 
calls. There are 8 calls that the current Plus Dancers will 
learn. These calls are easy to dance and easy to teach. 
 
There are a great number of dances and festivals coming 
our way this year. I am truly excited that Waco, TX will be 
hosting the National Square Dance Convention in June. 
 
I look forward to seeing you all on the dance floor!!

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ROSE ANN CYGANIK HUSBAND (DIAMOND JUBILEERS) March 1, 1945 - December 
7, 2025 Rose Ann Husband, age 80, passed away on Sunday, December 7, 2025, in Ar-
lington, Texas. She was born in Dallas, Texas, and is survived by her devoted husband of 
61 years, Art Husband. 

Rose Ann discovered a lifelong passion for square dancing in 1986 when she and Art 
joined the Diamond Jubileers Square Dance Club in Grand Prairie. Together, they served 
in nearly every office within their home club. From 1990 to 1999, they also served NOR-
TEX in numerous elected and appointed positions, including Area Vice President, Pro-
Tem, Publicity, and Treasurer. Rose Ann and Art served as NORTEX Presidents from 
1997 to 1999, leading with the motto “Fun.” 

During their presidency, NORTEX experienced significant innovation. The 1997 Saturday 
Night Round-Up welcomed 129 squares, and in 1997–1998, NORTEX entered the com-
puter age with its first website, designed and installed by Neil and Mary Lester. In 1998–
1999, club officers collaborated to share ideas and concerns, leading to the creation of 
the first-ever Club Management Guidelines, developed by Harold and Jane Rector. These 

guidelines provided valuable resources for both new and experienced officers to help ensure successful clubs. Updates 
were also made to the popular banner game and visitation dangle program. 

Rose Ann and Art continued square dancing until 2003, when Rose Ann joyfully chose to spend more time with her 
grandchildren, whom she felt were “much more fun.” 

Rose Ann lived by a quote that many felt perfectly described her life and spirit:  “Always pray to have eyes that see the 

best in people, a heart that forgives the worst, a mind that forgets the bad, and a soul that never loses faith in God.” 

Rose Ann will be deeply missed.  Pray for Art as he adjusts to life without her, after 61 years together.
