The historic Chisholm Trail passed through Waco in the late 19th century as a
major route for driving Texas cattle to Kansas railheads. Running from South
Texas through Austin, Belton, and Waco to Fort Worth, this route allowed for
the transportation of millions of cattle between 1867 and the mid-1880s.

The Waco Suspension Bridge, completed in 1870, was a transformative feat of
19th-century engineering that served as the first permanent bridge to cross
the Brazos River. At the time of its opening, its 475-foot span made it the
longest single-span suspension bridge west of the Mississippi River.
